A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING ACCEPTANCE OF CREDIT CARDS
AND ADOPTING A CREDIT CARD ACCEPTANCE POLICY
BY THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE
WARRENVILLE FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT

WHEREAS, the Warrenville Fire Protection District ("the District") is a fire protection
district duly organized under the laws of the State of lllinois (70 ILCS 705/1 et seq.); and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of the District (the Board”) has full power to pass all
necessary ordinances and rules and regulations for the proper management and conduct of the
business of the Board of Trustees and for carrying into effect the objects for which the District was
formed pursuant to Section 6 of the Fire Protection District Act (70 ILCS 705/6); and

WHEREAS, the Board has determined that it would be beneficial to the administration of
District business to begin accepting payment of funds for properly authorized District purposes by
acceptance of credit cards; and

WHEREAS, the District’s acceptance of credit cards is conditional on compliance with the
Local Governmental Acceptance of Credit Cards Act (50 ILCS 345/1); and

WHEREAS, the District has complied with the necessary publication and public hearing
requirements prescribed by the Act, and after the public hearing, the Board has confirmed that
the acceptance of credit card payments for authorized obligations is in the best interests of the
District and the residents and corporate citizens of the District.

NOW, THEREFORE, Be It Resolved by the Board of Trustees of the Warrenville Fire
Protection District, DuPage County, lllinois as follows:

Section One: That the Board of Trustees hereby authorizes its Fire Chief and
administrative staff to take appropriate action to allow the District to accept credit cards as set

forth in the Local Governmental Acceptance of Credit Cards Act.



Section Two: The Board of Trustees hereby amends its Rules and Regulations by adding
a “District Acceptance of Credit Cards” policy, a copy of which is attached to this Resolution as
Exhibit One and made a part hereof.

Section Three: The Fire Chief or his designee is hereby instructed to add this new policy

to the Board of Trustees Rules and Regulations. The new policy attached hereto as Exhibit One
is made effective upon the adoption and execution of this Resolution.

Section Four: The Board hereby approves the Merchant Application and Agreement with
BMO Harris Bank, Paya Inc., and/or other financial institutions to offer credit card processing
services for the District. A copy of the Agreement is attached to this Resolution as Exhibit Two.

Section Five: This Resolution shall supersede any ordinances, resolutions, or motions,
or parts of ordinances, resolutions, or motions in conflict with any part herein, and any such
ordinances, resolutions, motions, or parts thereof, are hereby repealed.

Section Six: If any section, paragraph or provision of this Resolution shall be held to be
invalid or unenforceable for any reason, such invalidity or unenforceability shall not affect any of

the remaining provisions of this Resolution.

EXHIBIT ONE

DISTRICT ACCEPTANCE OF CREDIT CARDS POLICY

The District accepts credit cards for payment of goods and services under
controlled conditions to protect against the exposure and possible theft of personal
cardholder information. The District will take every effort to comply with all Payment
Card Industry (PCI) Data Security Standards requirements in its processing of
credit card payments.

Use and Storage of Credit Card Information

The District and its employees will establish procedures for safeguarding
cardholder information and ensure that this information is secured. Among the
processes utilized by the District in its acceptance of credit cards are the following:

a.

Cardholder information (account numbers, expiration date, PIN and
card-validation code) will not be stored in any District computer or e-mail
account.

Cardholder information will not be transferred in an insecure manner
such as e-mail or unsecured fax.

Any paper receipts kept by the District to document receipt of payment
shall have all digits except the last four blacked out. All paper receipts
containing credit cardholder information must be kept in a securely
locked file or safe. Only those employees who are responsible for
processing credit card transactions will have access to this locked file.

Any credit card transactions that are disposed of pursuant to lllinois law
for the destruction of public records must be shredded prior to disposal.

The District must determine that any third-party vendor utilized for credit
card services is PCl-compliant and certified.
